and Reloop.

Effects

The DN-S700 also supplies the DJ with three different types of audio effects to enhance
creativity and performance. ECHO adds a delayed sound that’'s synchronized by the BPM; with
FLANGER, the feedback time and feedback gain can be selected; and the FILTER effect

performs a frequency filter sweep as the jog wheel is turned.

Pitch Control / Key Adjust
Playback speed is adjusted with a PITCH slider. Adjustable pitch ranges are +6%, +10%,
+16%, +100% (selectable live). KEY ADJUST keeps the original key even if the pitch playing

speed is changed with the PITCH slider.

Digital Output
The digital output for the Main output provides a true 100% digital signal without any

restrictions or limitations regardless of pitch change or mode setting.
